The commonest cancer at all sites is Prostate in men
and Breast in women. There was a gradient in the inci-
dence that paralleled the socio-economic development
of the regions of the country. The ASR for breast cancer
ranged from 101.1 in Abuja to 7.5 in less cosmopolitan
areas. For Prostate the ASR ranged from 73 in Abuja to
1.7. The other common cancers were Kaposi Sarcoma
and Colo-Rectal in men, and cervix in women. Addi-
tional data collection and analysis is ongoing.
